A Message from our Executive Director

ously ill children. Over the years, lit-
erally thousands of people have called
it their “home-away-from-home” while
they were in Honolulu for a child's
needed medical treatment.

Actually, the effort to create a
Ronald McDonald House in Hawaii started 25 years ago, in 1982, when a group of con-
cerned citizens began work on the project. The group was comprised of parents of
previously hospitalized children, medical personnel, business people (including
McDonald"s), and representatives of groups such as the Junior League of Honolulu,
the March of Dimes, and the hospital Auxiliary of Kapiolani Hospital.

Their work, and the support of nurses, social workers, insurance companies, and so
many others showed the community that there was an overwhelming need in Hawaii for
an affordable, temporary, place of lodging and support for the families required to fly
to Honolulu for a child®s medical treatment. Based on this need, the capital campaign
to fund the project was hugely successful.

Our 20th anniversary celebration held on March 27 brought together an incredi-
ble group of special people. Members of our community that worked so hard to get the
House started back in the mid-80s - giving countless hours and dollars to the project,
and turning the House into a very personal mission - returned to the fruit of their
labor and joined several visiting families that had stayed at the House over the years.
I't was a humbling and very touching occasion and one that we"d like to share with you
through the photos on pages 5-8 of this Special Edition newsletter.

Another huge highlight this year has been the success of our new Ronald
McDonald House on Oahu Avenue. The new House adds seven more beautiful and func-
tional guest rooms to the ten rooms at our Judd Hillside House, and means that we
are able to serve our families better than ever before. On pages 10-11 of this issue,
take a peek at this latest addition to the RMHC-HI system.

Our Oahu Avenue House started as a vision, as do all great creations. Then, after
a four-year process of research and planning, raising the funds, identifying the prop-
erty, and meticulous remodeling, our newest Ronald House began immediately to help
meet the needs of Neighbor Island and
Pacific Island families with seriously ill chil-
dren.

This has been a major undertaking, and
it would have been impossible without the
enthusiastic support of the community.
Hundreds of people stepped forward in a
big way to help make our expansion a reali-
ty. We at RMHC-HI feel honored to be the
ones chosen by the community to turn its
compassionate intentions into practical help
for families-in-crisis.

Something Ronald McDonald House guests often tell us
is that they are so grateful to have other families nearby
that understand what they are going through and to share
each other"s uncertain journeys. Often, this bonding is so
strong that families stay in close contact for years after
meeting here.

The House brings people together from all over the
world and from every walk of life. It is the common expe-
rience of having a seriously ill child that transcends all, and
allows people to see how similar we all really are.

This incredible power recently brought two families
together from very different places, and with very differ-
ent stories.

The Walker family from the Big Island and the
Marlatts from California recently stayed at the House,
both with premature babies at Kapiolani Hospital. Although
they are from diverse races, cultures and places of origin,
they formed a strong and immediate friendship, and by
helping each other through their difficult times, they
found the strength to endure their own situations.

Their stories in short: The Marlatt's expected one-
week Kona vacation turned into a three-month stay at the
House when Heather Marlatt delivered their baby boy
Austin three months prematurely. It was extremely
fortunate that, despite suffering from bleeding of the
brain and undergoing heart surgery, Austin responded so
well that the family was able to return to the mainland the
first week of July, expecting Austin to lead a normal life.

At the same time, the Walkers, along with doctors,
fought incredibly hard to save the life of their tiny baby
girl Kiya but in the end, Kiya's little heart wasn"t strong
enough and she passed away on June 26.

For the two families, it was difficult to say good-bye
after becoming so close and sharing so many of each
other's emotional highs and lows. They decided they
wouldn"t say “good-bye.” Instead they vowed to stay in
touch and to remain close, across the miles.

Spanning two decades, the
Judd Hillside Ronald McDonald
House has been a caring home-
away-from-home for families
during a most vulnerable time-
when a child is seriously ill.

Since the House's opening,
it has served more than 20,000
people and provided a total of
approximately 87,000 nights of lodging. Although the
vast majority of families served by the House have come
from the Neighbor Islands, families from all over the
world have called it their home-away-from home over the
years.

The special gathering and anniversary celebration on
March 27 brought back to the house many of the original
founding board members, funders, and volunteers, as well
as several extraordinary families that have stayed at the
House over the years. One of the returning families was
the Pickops from Kauai who stayed at the House shortly
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after it opened. Nalinee, an infant then, suffered from
Infantile Botulism Poisoning. As they walked through the
doors for the first time in nearly 20 years, Ed paused and
said, “It still feels the same. I can still feel the warmth
and aloha of this wonderful place.” Ed and Nalinee spent
the night at the House, talking story and sharing memo-
ries with other returning guest families, before joining
the anniversary festivities the following day.

Love Built. After a lunch
catered by Sam Choy’s,
guests were given a pre-
view of RMHC-HI"s new
public awareness TV
campaign.

“I am so honored to be here today speaking on behalf of the countless families that have
stayed at this beautiful house during their unexpected trips to Honolulu, and who fought side-
by-side for their child's recovery. You just can't overestimate the value of being in the pres-
ence of other parents going through similar experiences.

It immediately addressed so many of our basic needs
that we were able to totally concentrate on our baby's care.”

I know it wasn't
easy to establish this Ronald McDonald House, and that it isn't easy to raise the money to continue to operate the pro-
gram.
